TEXAS ASSOCIATION OF VEHICLE THEFT INVESTIGATORS (TAVTI)
SCHOLARSHIP AWARD – FALL 2022
Eligibility/Application Requirements
TAVTI scholarships are available to dependents of TAVTI members in good standing.  Applicants must be graduated high school seniors or individuals within four years following high school graduation who are going into a college/university or trade school for the first time.  Applicants can also be individuals within four years following high school who have already accumulated college/university or trade school credits, but have not yet graduated.  Individuals meeting the aforementioned criteria who have received a TAVTI scholarship in the past are also eligible to apply for a renewal scholarship until they have received 3 scholarships. Those who attended home or alternative school should contact TAVTI Scholarship Chairman Jared Dupree at jared.dupree@beaumonttexas.gov for application consideration and instructions.  

Each qualified applicant will be given consideration.  Scholarships are awarded without regard to race, color, age, religion, gender, national origin, disability, or sexual orientation.  The awarded scholarship will be sent to the applicant and made payable to the college, university or trade school of the applicant's choice.  The granting/non-granting of scholarships is at the discretion of the TAVTI Scholarship Committee.  

TO BE ELIGIBLE, AN APPLICATION PACKET MUST INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING:

 1. COMPLETED APPLICATION (which includes a copy of this page acknowledging items submitted and completed application form below).
  2. NARRATIVE - This must include achievements and activities and should be submitted on a typewritten document separate from this scholarship form.  The narrative must be completed by applicant and should cover, at a minimum:

a. Leadership skills

b. Extracurricular activities

c. Career goals

d. Need for financial assistance

  3. HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA (copy) – If high school diploma has not yet been received or if the high school does not award diplomas, a letter from a school official is required to be submitted with this packet.  Check here  if this applies.
Applicants who are submitting for renewal of the TAVTI scholarship may skip this step.  Check here  if this applies.  
  4a. HIGH SCHOOL TRANSCRIPT (Choose this option if applicant has not accumulated college/university/trade school credits).  If high school does not submit transcripts, a letter from a school official is required to be submitted with this packet.  
Check here   if this applies.  The student must have a minimum 2.0 GPA to be eligible.

  4b. COLLEGE/UNIVERSITY/TRADE SCHOOL TRANSCRIPT (Choose this option if applicant has accumulated college/university/trade school credits OR if the applicant is submitting an application for renewal of the TAVTI scholarship).  The student must have at least a 2.75 GPA.

  5. RECENT PHOTOGRAPH

  6. Parent or guardian must be a current member of TAVTI.
Note:  Any other information that the applicant feels is pertinent to consideration should also be included.  Application and narrative must be typed or on a computer-generated form.  The application packet, which includes all the above, must be received or postmarked by September 1, 2022.

An application may be disqualified or not selected for the following reasons:

1. Does not meet qualification requirements.

2. Submitted incomplete application or incorrect application for scholarship being sought.

3. Not submitted by postmarked deadline.

4. Poor academic scores: less than 2.0 GPA (high school) or less than 2.75 GPA (college/university/trade school) - on a 4.0 scale.
5. Failure to submit information required in narrative.

6. Any false information submitted or revealed on application.
